TODAY’S READINGS

First Reading — The man said, “This one is
bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh; thisone
shall be called ‘woman’ ” (Genesis 2:18-24).
Psalm — May the Lord bless us all the days of
our lives (Psalm 128).

Second Reading — He who consecrates and
those who are being consecrated all have one
origin (Hebrews 2:9-11).

Gospel — Whoever does not accept the
kingdom of God like a child shall not enter it

THE BARRIERS THAT SEPARATE US
We live in a society that has many
technological avenues for stimulation and



entertainment, one in which the urban population
exceeds the non-urban. It is curious that loneliness
is a prevalent malady. It is easy to reach out and
touch someone, we are told. But—in truth—it is
not all that easy, and statistics from the mental
health field will reinforce that opinion. Today’s
readings are about the ways in which we can
authentically reach out: God touches Adam to
create a mate and end his solitude; God-in-Jesus
takes on human flesh and death in order that we
might come to glory; Jesus reaches out to the
children whom the disciples had tried to keep
away, showing us the manner in which we must
approach the loving embrace that awaits us in
heaven. Until that day, however, we must
remember that ours is a sacramental church, a
church of signs of the love of God. And so we are
called to reach out continually to ease the
loneliness and the barriers that separate us from

one another and, therefore, from the love of Christ.

Our readings today point to God’s deep
commitment to human relationships. Our passage
from Genesis begins with the declaration that God
created human persons to be social beings, who
can only thrive when they live in deep connection
with each other and with God. The author of
Hebrews teaches that the coming of Jesus as one
of us shows God’s radical commitment to human
life. Jesus’ teaching about divorce, described in
today’s Gospel, shows God’s deep investment in
marriage and, implicitly, all human relationships.
When our personal relationships with others are
distant or broken, God seeks to heal them. When
social structures serve to maintain oppression, or
to keep groups in ongoing conflict, God is
working to overthrow them. Even when we give
up on each other, God does not give up. God will

work ceaselessly, in us and through us, within all
the pain and joy of the human situation.

LIKE ACHILD

Today’s passage from Mark’s Gospel is in
the context of Jesus’ teaching about the kingdom,
or reign, of God. A common understanding was
that entering the kingdom was based on family
origin, or achievement, or status in the community.
Jesus pushes back on this, and presents a child as
a model of receptivity and openness.
This is not to suggest that adults must somehow
reject the wisdom gained through adult experience
and return to childhood. Adult maturity also
includes the difficult journey, usually later in life,
of letting go of illusions that we have built up
about our own virtue, skills, and autonomy. Jesus’
teaching pushes back against our culture, which
honors energy and vigor, expertise and
achievement. These valuable gifts can fail us if we
cannot accept our dependence on God who
provides and cultivates these gifts. We can accept
God’s graciousness in our life when we open our
hearts as a child does.

PROUD TO BE HUMAN

This is the first of seven consecutive
Sundays that we will share passages from the
Letter to the Hebrews. The letter is an extended
sermon by an unknown author directed to a
Christian community where likely many were
converts from Judaism. The author attempts to
link Jesus to the story of the people of Israel,
building toward an image of Christ as God’s
perfect high priest. Christ the High Priest is
described as the central link between humanity
and God.

When we reflect upon the life and death of
Jesus, we can more deeply accept that through
Jesus, God knows what we humans experience.
Jesus the High Priest embraces his humanity. In
today’s passage, the author claims that Jesus is
proud to be human, proud to be our brother in the
family of God. The letter to the Hebrews is not
only a celebration of Christ, it is an affirmation of
the dignity of our own human life.



OUR LADY OF THE ROSARY

Saint of the Day for October 7

Saint Pius V established this feast in 1573.
The purpose was to thank God for the victory of
Christians over the Turks at Lepanto—a victory
attributed to the praying of the rosary. Clement XI
extended the feast to the universal Churchin1716.

The development of the rosary has a long
history. First a practice developed of praying 150
Our Fathers in imitation of the 150 Psalms. Then
there was a parallel practice of praying 150 Hail
Marys. Soon a mystery of Jesus’ life was attached
to each Hail Mary. Though Mary’s giving of the
rosary to Saint Dominic is recognized as a legend,
the development of this prayer form owes much to
the followers of Saint Dominic. One of them, Alan
de la Roche, was known as “the apostle of the
rosary.” He founded the first Confraternity of the
Rosary in the 15th century. In the 16th century, the
rosary was developed to its present form—with
the 15 mysteries: joyful, sorrowful and glorious.
In 2002, Pope John Paul Il added the five
Mysteries of Light to this devotion.

THE SIGN OF PEACE

“Greet one another with a holy kiss,”
wrote Saint Paul to the Corinthians (1 Corinthians
16:20), and he said the same thing to other
communities as well. The holy kiss, the sign of
peace, has been a hallmark of Christians from the
very beginning. In giving and receiving the sign
of peace, we are not giving something of our own,
but something that Christ has given to us. “Peace
I leave with you, my peace I give to you,” Jesus
told his disciples (John 14:27). Jesus comes to us
when we gather together in community. We
celebrate the Eucharist not just to receive spiritual
nourishment to help us on our solitary way to

salvation, but to be transformed into one body, the
Body of Christ in the world. As we receive the
Eucharist, we are not only united to Christ; we are
united to each other. It is never easy to live in
community, and we hurt each other on the way. So
we need to turn to each other in a sign of
reconciliation and forgiveness, to look into each
other’s eyes, and give and receive the peace that is
not ours, but Christ’s.

PRAYER FOR HEALING SICKNESS.

Loving and ever-present God, we believe
that your grace is sufficient for all things. Comfort
us a new by your presence. Allow that in our
weakness we may be made strong, in our grief,
consoled, and in our ignorance, wise. Protect and
guide us that we may know the way to take and
that at each crossroad of life we may see the right
path to choose. Safeguard us by your power,
uphold us your kindness, and warm us by your
love. By your divine grace help us to do what is
right, to act courageously, to love our neighbors,
to forgive our enemies. By your grace, bless us
through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Rozwod - zerwanie
trwatych (sakramentalnych) wigzi taczacych
mezczyzne i kobiete - to bolesny problem, ktéry
dotyka ludzko$¢ od dawna, ale obecnie staje si¢
powaznym zagrozeniem dla samej koncepcji
rodziny. Jaki wplyw moze mie¢ Chrystusowa
Ewangelia na zycie ludzi dotknigtych ,,plaga

rozwodow”, ogarnigtych Igkiem, poczuciem
osamotnienia i cierpienia?
W  Liturgii Stowa styszymy dzi$

odpowiedz Jezusa na prowokacyjne pytanie
faryzeuszy: ,,Czy wolno me¢zowi rozwies¢ si¢ z
zong?”. Chrystus przypomina nauke Biblii: ,,0d
poczatku stworzenia Bog wuczynil ich jako
mezczyzne 1 kobiete: dlatego opusci cztowiek
ojca swego 1 matke i zlaczy si¢ ze swojg zona, i
beda oboje jednym ciatem...” (Mk 10,6). W innej
relacji na podobne pytanie faryzeuszy: ,,Czy
wolno mezczyznie rozwies¢ si¢ z zong z
jakiegokolwiek powodu?”, Jezus daje taka sama
odpowiedz potaczong jednak z wyrzutem: ,,Czy
nie czytaliscie, ze Stworca od poczatku uczynit
ich jako mezczyzne i kobiete?” (Mt 19,4). Wazne
w tych tekstach jest odwotanie si¢ do ,,poczatku”.
Zwrocit na to uwage Jan Pawel II w swoich
rzymskich katechezach ,,Mezczyzng i kobietg
stworzyl ich”.

Co oznacza Ow ,poczatek”? Wedlug
Papieza Chrystus nie przyjmuje dyskusji nt.
nierozerwalnosci matzenstwa na poziomie
faryzejskiej prowokacji i prawnych rozwigzan
wprowadzonych juz przez Mojzesza (tzw. listu
rozwodowego). On ,,nie akceptuje tego wymiaru,
jaki oni usitujg sprawie nada¢”. W autentycznej
dyskusji na tak wazny temat nie mozna poming¢
,StOw najpierwotniejszego Objawienia”, czyli
nauki Ksiggi Rodzaju, gdzie czytamy: ,,Stworzyt
wiec Bog cztowieka na swoj obraz, na obraz Bozy
go stworzyl, stworzyt m¢zczyzng 1 niewiaste (...)
Dlatego to me¢zczyzna opuszcza ojca swego i
matke swojg 1 faczy si¢ ze swa Zong tak $cisle, ze
stajg si¢ jednym ciatem” (Rdz 1,27; 2, 24).

,Poczatek” oznacza wigc naturalng
rzeczywisto§¢ 1 konsekwencje  zwiazku
mezczyzny 1 niewiasty: ,,opuszcza... laczy sieg...



stajg si¢ jednym cialem”. Chrystus do tego
pierwotnego prawa dodaje swoja interpretacje: ,,A
tak juz nie s3 dwoje, leczjedno ciato. Co wigc Bog
zlaczyt, niech cztowiek nie rozdziela” (Mt 19,6;
Mk 10,9).

Papiez zaznacza, ze ,,owo »niech nie
rozdziela« jest rozstrzygajace (...) Stowa Jezusa
Chrystusa stanowig potwierdzenie odwiecznego
prawa, ktére zostato ustanowione i sformutowane
przez Boga, »od poczatku«, wraz ze stworzeniem
cztowieka”. Ewangelia potwierdza zatem
pierwotne prawo matzenskie dane cztowiekowi
»od [samego] poczatku«”. Uczniowie jednak na
osobnosci dalej pytaja Jezusa. Podobnie jak wielu
zbolatych, opuszczonych, znekanych, bitych i
zniewazanych: Co mamy czyni¢? Oczywiscie
zawsze znajda si¢ tacy, ktorzy beda dawacé tzw.
dobre rady. Chrystus nic nie zmienia, tylko
cierpliwie wyjasnia: ,,Kto oddalitby swoja Zong 1
poslubit inng, cudzotozy wobec niej”.

Mozna tylko doda¢ stowa z Listu do
Hebrajczykdéw o Bogu, ktéry przewodnika ich
zbawienia udoskonalit przez cierpienie (2,10).
Mozna tez przywota¢ $wiadectwo opuszczonej
mezatki, ktora wyznata: ,,Pamicgtatam, ze juz raz
slubowatam przed Bogiem. Bylo ciezko, ale
wytrwatam. | nadszedt dzien, kiedy maz wrocil, a
ja go przyjetam. Dzi§ jesteSmy nadal dobrym
malzenstwem. Dzieci dorosty, zatozyly rodziny,
cieszymy si¢ wnukami, sobg i zyciem (...) Prosze
nie slucha¢ »dobrych rad« znajomych, tylko ufa¢
1 wierzy¢”.
