PENTECOST SUNDAY

Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your
Sfaithful
and kindle in them the fire of your love.

First Reading
Acts of the Apostles 2:1-11 The Holy Spirit
descends upon the apostles gathered in



Jerusalem.

Responsorial Psalm

Psalm 104:1,24,29-31,34 God’s Spirit renews
the earth.

Second Reading

1 Corinthians 12:3b-7,12-13 We are all one in
Christ Jesus.

Gospel Reading

John 20:19-23 Jesus appears to his disciples
and gives them the gift of the Holy Spirit.

The Season of Easter concludes with
today’s celebration, the Feast of Pentecost. On
Pentecost we celebrate the descent of the Holy
Spirit upon the apostles gathered in the upper
room in Jerusalem; this event marks the
beginning of the Church. The story of Pentecost
is found in the Acts of the Apostles, today’s first
reading. The account in today’s Gospel, John
20:19-23, also recounts how Jesus gave the gift
of the Holy Spirit to his disciples. Yet the event
in John’s Gospel takes place on Easter Sunday.
There is no need to try to reconcile these two
accounts. It is enough that we know that after his
death, Jesus fulfilled his promise to send to his
disciples a helper, an advocate, who would
enable them to be his witnesses throughout the
world.

We already heard today’s Gospel
proclaimed on the Second Sunday of Easter this
year (Lectionary Cycle A). That Gospel passage,
however, also included the description of Jesus’
appearance to Thomas. In that context, we were
led reflect on belief and unbelief.

In the context of the Feast of Pentecost,

John 20:19-23 reminds us about the integral
connection between the gifts of peace and
forgiveness and the action of the Holy Spirit.
Jesus greets his disciples with the gift of peace.
Jesus then commissions his disciples to continue
the work that he has begun, “As the Father has
sent me, so I send you.” He breathes the Holy
Spirit upon the disciples and sends them to
continue his work of reconciliation through the
forgiveness of sins. Jesus’ act of breathing the
Holy Spirit mirrors God’s act of breathing life
into Adam at the time of Creation. In fact, both
the Greek and Hebrew words for “spirit” can also
be translated as “breath.”

This Gospel reminds us that the Church is
called to be a reconciling presence in the world.
The reconciling presence of Christ is celebrated
in the Church’s sacramental life. In the
Sacrament of Baptism, we are cleansed of sin
and become a new creation in Christ. In the
Sacrament of Penance, the Church celebrates the
mercy of God through the forgiving of sins. This
reconciling presence is also to be a way of life
for Christians. In situations of conflict, we are to
be agents of peace and harmony among people.

TOO LARGE?

Several years ago, when I was teaching
ninth-graders enrolled in a confirmation
preparation program, the students told me that
they were really struggling with the whole
concept of the gifts of the Holy Spirit. As we all
know, those gifts are wisdom, understanding,
counsel, fortitude, knowledge, piety, and fear of
the Lord. I told the students that receiving the
gifts of the Holy Spirit is like receiving a pair of
jeans that have a waist and length that are simply
too large. Rather than exchanging the jeans, we
hold on to them until we grow into them. I shared
this with them because I realized that at different
times in my own life, I had turned to these gifts
to get me through some particularly challenging
situations.

DRAW STRENGTH FROM THE GIFTS.
Everyone who has been confirmed has
received the gifts of the Holy Spirit. Too often
these gifts lie dormant. Can we even imagine
what the world would look like if we shook off
our stupor and awoke to the reality of these gifts?



Take a moment to reflect on each of them. Every
one of us, at some time or another, needs to put
into practice one of these gifts. When faced with
a difficult decision, draw strength from the gifts
of wisdom, understanding, and counsel. When
striving to overcome addictive behavior or when
working through a difficult marriage issue, draw
strength from the gift of fortitude. When asked
about your faith, don’t be afraid to turn to the
Spirit’s gift of knowledge. Draw strength from
the gifts of piety and fear of the Lord as you
nurture your faith life through prayer. Pentecost
gives us the opportunity to recognize the fact that
God has generously poured forth the Holy Spirit
into our hearts. Let’s not forget the tremendous
potential of the gifts of God’s Spirit.

PRAYER FOR HEALING SICKNESS.
Loving and ever-present God, we believe
that your grace is sufficient for all things.
Comfort us a new by your presence. Allow that
in our weakness we may be made strong, in our
grief, consoled, and in our ignorance, wise.
Protect and guide us that we may know the way
to take and that at each crossroad of life we may
see the right path to choose. Safeguard us by
your power, uphold us your kindness, and warm
us by your love. By your divine grace help us to
do what is right, to act courageously, to love our
neighbors, to forgive our enemies. By your grace,
bless us through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.
