God was reconciling the world to himself in
Christ
and entrusting to us the message of
reconciliation.
2 Cor 5:19

First Reading - Ezekiel 33:7-9

The Son of Man is appointed as guardian of
Israel.

Responsorial Psalm - Psalm 95:1-2,6-9

Song of praise to God, our salvation.

Second Reading - Romans 13:8-10

The Law is summarized in the commandment
to love your neighbor as yourself.

Gospel Reading - Matthew 18:15-20
Jesus teaches his disciples how to settle
disputes in the Church.

Today’s Gospel reading is taken from a
chapter of Matthew’s Gospel, which is
sometimes called the “discourse on the Church”
or the “church order” discourse. In this part of
Matthew’s Gospel, Jesus speaks more directly
about matters of Church discipline and order. In
today’s reading we find one of only three
instances in which Jesus uses the word church in
Matthew’s Gospel. In Matthew’s record of Jesus’
teaching, we can hear echoes of the kinds of
issues faced by the early Christian community.

In the first part of the “discourse on the
Church” (Matthew 18:1-14), Matthew addresses
the Christian community’s concerns about rank.
Jesus responds to the disciples’ question about
who is greatest in the kingdom of heaven. Jesus
indicates that those who wish to enter the
kingdom of heaven must be like children, and he
cautions those leaders who might lead these
“little ones” astray. He also responds with the
parable of the lost sheep, indicating how God
will seek out and bring back those “little ones”
who have strayed.

In today’s Gospel reading, Matthew
18:15-20, Jesus addresses a common occurrence
in the Christian community: a dispute between
two members of the Church. Jesus outlines a
procedure for settling such matters fairly. The
victim should privately address the offender and
attempt to resolve the dispute without outside
involvement. If that fails, then the victim should
bring two or three witnesses and confront the
offender again. If the dispute is still unresolved,
the matter should be brought to the attention of
the entire community. If the offender refuses to
adhere to the reparations prescribed by the
community, then Jesus suggests that the offender
may be expelled from the Church.

Jesus does not discourage disagreement
within the community of the Church; he
acknowledges the reality of conflict and error
and offers his disciples a means for addressing
such matters. It is in the conclusion to this
teaching that the message of hope is found: Jesus
is present with the community and will guide the



community in its relations. If decisions are taken
in prayer, then the community can be assured of
God’s assistance.

In answering God’s call to be a prophet,
Ezekiel took on a serious duty. Just as the
watchman sounded a trumpet to warn the citizens
of impending danger, so was it the prophet’s
responsibility to warn the people to repent. If the
townsfolk ignored the watchman’s trumpet and
were taken by the enemy, the watchman was not
to blame. Yet in the task of warning the people,
the watchman was responsible for the welfare of
the entire community. In the same way, the
prophet only needed to deliver the message.
What the listeners did upon receiving it was their
own choice. Nevertheless, the prophet’s
responsibility to the community was clear. To
shirk that duty would be a disservice to all.

In Paul’s Letter to the Romans, he tells us
to go beyond the letter of God’s law to its heart,
which is love. What the fourth through tenth
commandments really challenge us to do is love
our neighbor. As Paul points out and as the
Gospel clarifies, we cannot do this passively or
by choosing not to get involved.

Loving one another is not easy to do.
There will always be those whose actions
damage and disrupt the community and cause
harm to the world at large. It is our responsibility
to challenge those actions and shed the light of
the gospel on them, but to do so in a loving way.
In a culture where public sentiment can run
strong, demonstrating such restraint and respect
may feel like swimming upstream. Yet today’s
Gospel invites us not to condemn out of hand,
but to engage in a dialogue with the offender that
can result in conversion and change. To fail to do
so is to shrink from our Christian responsibility.

In the light of today’s Gospel, what do you think
could be the appropriate Christian responses to
the many different actions of relatives, friends,
fellow citizens, and government authorities in the
past year?

Early in the fourth century, Saint Helena,
mother of the Roman Emperor Constantine, went
to Jerusalem in search of the holy places of
Christ’s life. She razed the second-century
Temple of Aphrodite, which tradition held was
built over the Savior’s tomb, and her son built the
Basilica of the Holy Sepulcher on that spot.
During the excavation, workers found three
crosses. Legend has it that the one on which
Jesus died was identified when its touch healed a
dying woman.

The cross immediately became an object
of veneration. At a Good Friday celebration in
Jerusalem toward the end of the fourth century,
according to an eyewitness, the wood was taken
out of its silver container and placed on a table
together with the inscription Pilate ordered
placed above Jesus’ head: Then “all the people
pass through one by one; all of them bow down,
touching the cross and the inscription, first with
their foreheads, then with their eyes; and, after
kissing the cross, they move on.”

To this day, the Eastern Churches,
Catholic and Orthodox alike, celebrate the
Exaltation of the Holy Cross on the September



anniversary of the basilica’s dedication. The feast
entered the Western calendar in the seventh
century after Emperor Heraclius recovered the
cross from the Persians, who had carried it off in
614, 15 years earlier. According to the story, the
emperor intended to carry the cross back into
Jerusalem himself, but was unable to move
forward until he took off his imperial garb and
became a barefoot pilgrim.

Correctio fraterna, jest w Kosciele
traktowane jako niezwykle wazny element
dojrzato$ci chrzescijanskiej. W dokumencie
Biblia a moralno$¢ Papieskiej Komisji Biblijne;j
mozemy przeczyta¢ o kryteriach w Biblii, ktore
stuza do refleksji moralnej. Jednym z nich jest
postep (zob. Papieska Komisja Biblijna, Biblia a
moralno$¢. Biblijne korzenie postgpowania
chrzescijanskiego, Verbum, Kielce 2009). Na
przestrzeni Starego 1 Nowego Testamentu widaé
gargantuiczng zmian¢ myslenia, poczawszy od
stynnego oko za oko, zab za zab, do szczytu
moralno$ci, czyli oddania zycia za wszystkich
czy nadstawiania drugiego policzka.

W czytanej perykopie styszymy o
upomnieniu braterskim, czyli probie ratowania
drugiego cztowieka. Nie jest to tylko narzedzie
do sadzenia cztowieka czy szukania
sprawiedliwosci, ale to przede wszystkim forma
lekarstwa. To wlasnie potrzeba pozyskania brata
jest podstawowa a nie moja powinnos$¢
wzgledem prawa.

Zydzi nie widzieli
miejsca dla pogan w swoim kulcie, celnicy z
kolei byli zdrajcami, ktorzy kolaboruja z
okupantem, czyli Rzymem. Takie postawienie
sprawy ma pokazac, ze jesli jest ktos, kto gorszy
we wspdlnocie i mimo prob naprawy jego
zachowania nie chce si¢ nawr6cié, to nalezy go
wykluczy¢ ze zgromadzenia. Dzisiaj wypelnia
si¢ to w formie ekskomuniki i innych kar



kos$cielnych.

Jednak nie mozemy pozostawa¢ jedynie
na odrzuceniu. Mito$¢ pozostaje dalej — mamy
mitowac blizniego a nie tylko tych, ktorzy s3 ,,z
nami”. Chrystus dbat takze o tych, ktérzy nie
checieli i8¢ za Nim, réwniez 1 za tych ludzi
poszedt na krzyz. To wiasnie z celnikami i
grzesznikami jadat positki, co wigcej, jednego z
tych ,,wylaczonych” powotat do bycia Jego
najblizszym towarzyszem — Apostotem.

W
praktyce okazuje si¢ jednak, ze ludzie che¢tnie i
czgsto pomijaja posrednie stopnie 1 tym
sposobem rzeczy trudne, przykre, a niekiedy
nawet wstydliwe, staja si¢ od razu sprawag
publiczng. A to z milo$cig blizniego niewiele ma
wspolnego.
