Jesus appears again to his disciples and shares
a meal with them.

On the third Sunday of Easter, we continue to
hear Gospel accounts of Jesus’ appearances to his
disciples following his Resurrection. Today’s reading,
taken from the Gospel of Luke, follows immediately
after the report of Jesus' appearance to his disciples on
the road to Emmaus. This is the event being recounted
by the disciples in the opening verse of today’s Gospel.

Consistently in the reports of Jesus’ post-
Resurrection appearances, Jesus greets his disciples
with the words, “Peace be with you.” This is a most
appropriate greeting. The disciples have witnessed the
death of someone they loved, and they now fear for
their own lives as well. Peace is what they need more



than anything else. Jesus often connects this greeting
of peace with another gift—forgiveness. In today’s
Gospel, this connection is made in the final verses.

Even as they hear Jesus’ greeting of peace, the
disciples are startled and terrified. They are uncertain
about what to make of the figure before them and, quite
understandably, they mistake Jesus for a ghost. Yet the
figure before them is not a ghost; Jesus invites them to
experience his resurrected body with their senses, to
look and to touch. The figure before them is flesh and
bone, still bearing the marks of crucifixion. Although
the disciples cannot forget his suffering and death,
peace begins to take root in their hearts, as their fears
turn to joy and amazement.

As further proof of his identity and of his
resurrected body, Jesus eats with his disciples. The
disciples have known Jesus best through the meals that
he has shared with them. Descriptions of these meals
are a defining element of Luke’s Gospel. By eating
with his disciples after his Resurrection, Jesus recalls
all these meals, and most importantly, he recalls te Last
Supper.

Luke’s report of the Last Supper and the meals
that Jesus shared after his Resurrection unveil for us
the significance of the Eucharist. Having shared a meal
with his disciples, Jesus now uncovers for them the
significance of what was written about him in the
Scriptures. So, too, our celebration of the Mass is an
encounter with Jesus, through the Word and the
Sacrament of the Eucharist. As Jesus commissions his
disciples to be witnesses to what Scriptures foretold,
our celebration of the Eucharist commissions us. Like
the disciples, we are sent to announce the good news
of Jesus’ forgiveness of sins.

Dear brothers and sisters!

Each year, the World Day of Prayer for
Vocations invites us to reflect on the precious gift of
the Lord’s call to each of us, as members of his faithful
pilgrim people, to participate in his loving plan and to
embody the beauty of the Gospel in different states of
life. Hearing that divine call, which is far from being
an imposed duty — even in the name of a religious ideal
— is the surest way for us to fulfil our deepest desire for

happiness. Our life finds fulfilment when we discover
who we are, what our gifts are, where we can make
them bear fruit, and what path we can follow in order
to become signs and instruments of love, generous
acceptance, beauty and peace, wherever we find
ourselves.

This Day, then, is always a good occasion to
recall with gratitude to the Lord the faithful,
persevering and frequently hidden efforts of all those
who have responded to a call that embraces their entire
existence. | think of mothers and fathers who do not
think first of themselves or follow fleeting fads of the
moment, but shape their lives through relationships
marked by love and graciousness, openness to the gift
of life and commitment to their children and their
growth in maturity. I think of all those who carry out
their work in a spirit of cooperation with others, and
those who strive in various ways to build a more just
world, a more solidary economy, a more equitable
social policy and a more humane society. In a word, of
all those men and women of good will who devote
their lives to working for the common good. I think too
of all those consecrated men and women who offer
their lives to the Lord in the silence of prayer and in
apostolic activity, sometimes on the fringes of society,
tirelessly and creatively exercising their charism by
serving those around them. And I think of all those
who have accepted God’s call to the ordained
priesthood, devoting themselves to the preaching of
the Gospel, breaking open their own lives, together
with the bread of the Eucharist, for their brothers and
sisters, sowing seeds of hope and revealing to all the
beauty of God’s kingdom.

To young people, and especially those who
feel distant or uncertain about the Church, I want to say
this: Let Jesus draw you to himself; bring him your
important questions by reading the Gospels; let him
challenge you by his presence, which always provokes
in us a healthy crisis. More than anyone else, Jesus
respects our freedom. He does not impose, but
proposes. Make room for him and you will find the
way to happiness by following him. And, should he
ask it of you, by giving yourself completely to him.

PRAYER TO PROTECT OUR CLERGY
In the name of Jesus, we confidently ask Divine
protection for our bishops, priests, deacons, and
seminarians.
St. Michael the Archangel, defend us in battle,
be our protection against the wickedness and snares
of the devil.
May God rebuke him, we humbly pray;
and do thou, O Prince of the Heavenly host,
by the power of God, cast into hell Satan



and all the evil spirits who prowl about the world
seeking the ruin of souls.
Amen

Pozwoli¢, aby tres¢ przyniesionej przez s$wiadka
radosnej nowiny o zmartwychwstaniu Chrystusa
ksztaltowata myslenie, decyzje, zeby wptywata na to,
co si¢ robi. Po prostu czlowiek, ktory uwierzyl, ze
Jezus z Nazaretu pokonal $mier¢, nie moze juz zyc¢ tak,
jak  dotychczas.

Czyni to nie z przymusu, ale
z mitosci. Jesli ktos twierdzi, ze zna Jezusa, a nie zyje
zgodnie z Jego nauka, jest klamca, nie zastuguje na
miano $wiadka. Brak w nim mito$ci. Swiadek, ktory
spotkal Zmartwychwstalego, mowi czasem stowa
trudne i bolesne, poniewaz kieruje nim troska o tych,
do ktorych zostat postany. Mowi prawde. Kocha i
dlatego pragnie, aby oni roéwniez poznali Dobra
Nowing, zeby uwierzyli, by spotkali Jezusa i stali si¢
Jego swiadkami.

Zmartwychwstanie Jezusa Chrystusa stanowi
centrum wiary chrzescijanskiej. Nie jest tatwo byc
$wiadkiem. Wymaga to w kazdych czasach wielkiej
wiary, mocnej nadziei i glgbokiej mitosci. Dzigki nim
mozna stang¢ przed ludzmi i mowiac o Jezusie,

ktorego Bog wskrzesit z martwych, wyznac: , My
jestesmy tego swiadkami”.
