First Reading

Jeremiah 38:4-6,8-10

wealthy for their corruption and their
injustice to the poor.

Let us persevere in running the race that lies
before us while keeping our eyes fixed on
Jesus.



Gospel Reading

Luke 12:49-53

Jesus has come not only to bring peace but
also division.
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LUKE 12: 49-53
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Having reminded the apostles and the
crowd that facing the coming judgment takes
patience, Jesus now goes on to speak of how
difficult it will be to wait. He tells them that he
has come to set the earth on fire. Recall that in
chapter 3 of Luke's Gospel, John the Baptist tells
the crowd that he is baptizing with water, but
someone mightier is coming who will baptize
with the Holy Spirit and fire. The fire Jesus
speaks of here is the distress caused by the
coming judgment. It is also the fire of the Spirit
that Luke, in the Acts of the Apostles, will
describe descending on the disciples on
Pentecost. That fire will strengthen them to go
out to the whole world to preach the good news
of Jesus' Resurrection.

Jesus will be the first to experience the
distress of the coming judgment. His baptism
will be the conflict into which he will be
immersed as he approaches Jerusalem and his
death on the cross. His followers will not be
spared that distress. The angels at Jesus' birth
proclaimed peace on earth, and Simeon, holding
the baby Jesus in the Temple, said to God:
“Master, now you may let your servant go in
peace.” Here Jesus tells the crowd not to think he
has come to bring peace; he has come to bring
division. Simeon said as much when he turned to

Mary and said that the child was destined for the
rise and fall of many and to be a sign that will be
contradicted. Peace is the ultimate end of the
Kingdom of God, but peace has a price. Jesus is
warning the crowd that wherever the Word of
God is heard and acted upon, division occurs.
Fathers will be divided against sons and mothers
against daughters.

The coming judgment forces us to look at
the implications of our commitments. As Jesus
warned in last Sunday's Gospel, a commitment of
faith requires us to change our attitude toward
material possessions and to take even more
seriously our moral responsibilities. Here he
reminds the crowd that those who commit to him
will find it affects the way they relate to friends
and family members. The angel who announced
the birth of John the Baptist to Zechariah said
John would go before Jesus to turn the hearts of
fathers toward their children. But a commitment
to Jesus forces us to change the way we live our
lives, and this can put strains on relationships.

We don't expect to hear such difficult
words from Jesus in the Gospel. But it is good to
be reminded once in a while that the decision to
do the right thing, the good thing, is not always
easy and without conflict. Jesus himself did not
make easy decisions and avoid conflict. In
today's reading, he reminds his followers to be
prepared for difficult decisions and conflict as
well.
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QUEENSHIP OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN
MARY
Saint of the Day for August 22

Pope Pius XII established this feast in
1954. But the Blessed Virgin Mary’s queenship
has roots in Scripture. At the Annunciation,
Gabriel announced that Mary’s Son would
receive the throne of David and rule forever. At



the Visitation, Elizabeth calls Mary “mother of
my Lord.” As in all the mysteries of Mary’s life,
she is closely associated with Jesus: Her
queenship is a share in Jesus’ kingship. We can
also recall that in the Old Testament the mother
of the king has great influence in court.

In the fourth century Saint Ephrem called
Mary “Lady” and “Queen.” Later Church fathers
and doctors continued to use the title. Hymns of
the 11th to 13th centuries address Mary as queen:
“Hail, Holy Queen,” “Hail, Queen of Heaven,”
“Queen of Heaven.” The Dominican rosary and
the Franciscan crown as well as numerous
invocations in Mary’s litany celebrate her
queenship.

The feast is a logical follow-up to the
Assumption, and is now celebrated on the octave
day of that feast. In his 1954 encyclical To the
Queen of Heaven, Pius XII points out that Mary
deserves the title because she is Mother of God,
because she is closely associated as the New Eve
with Jesus’ redemptive work, because of her
preeminent perfection, and because of her
intercessory power.

Loving and ever-present God, we believe
that your grace is sufficient for all things.
Comfort us a new by your presence. Allow that
in our weakness we may be made strong, in our
grief, consoled, and in our ignorance, wise.

Protect and guide us that we may know
the way to take and that at each crossroad of life
we may see the right path to choose. Safeguard
us by your power, uphold us your kindness, and
warm us by your love. By your divine grace help
us to do what is right, to act courageously, to love
our neighbors, to forgive our enemies. By your
grace, bless us through Jesus Christ our Lord.

Jesli kto§ uwaza chrzedcijanstwo za
bezbarwny, ugrzeczmony i niewymagajqcy
system konwenansow i uprzejmosci, to Jezus
wlasnie wyprowadza nas z bledu
W celowo prowokacyjny i szokujacy sposob
burzy falszywe wyobrazenia o Ewangelii. A
takich falszywych wyobrazen 1 mitow nie
brakuje, i trwaja one, niestety, do dzisiaj, a moze
nawet jest ich coraz wigcej. Jednym z nich jest
mit pacyfizmu. Nie jest to wcale jaka§ niewinna
idea powszechnej zgody 1 mito$ci blizniego, lecz
dobrze zorganizowana ideologia, majaca na celu
spacyfikowanie chrzeécijan. Spacyfikowanie,
czyli uczynienie ich, a raczej nas, n1egroznym1
idealistami, znudzonymi soba 1 swoimi
pogladami. Ow pacyfizm z calg premedytacja
buduje przekonanie, Ze chrzescijanie powinni si¢
ze wszystkimi zgadzaé, wszystkim ustgpowac,
wszystkiemu przytakiwac i w ogole przepraszaé
za to, ze zyja. A wszystko w imi¢ rzekome;j
mito$ci blizniego 1 budowania pokoju. W
rzeczywisto$ci zas$ - dla §wigtego spokoju $wiata.
Chrzes$cijanstwo w takim wydaniu mialoby si¢
sta¢ faktycznym opium dla ludu, bez Zadnego
realnego wptywu na zycie i zbawienie.

Niestety, proces takiej pacyfikacji
chrze$cijanstwa mozna juz zaobserwowac.
Wszedzie tam, gdzie zdotano wmowi¢ ludziom,
ze religia to tylko czysto prywatna sprawa; ze
kazdy ma prawo do swojej osobistej prawdy, bo
zadnej obiektywnej prawdy ani absolutnych
wartos$ci nie ma; ze wolno$¢ sumienia oznacza,
ze wszystko wolno...

Pokdj,
zgoda 1 migdzyludzka solidarno$¢ maja sens
tylko wtedy, jesli sa budowane w oparciu o
prawde. I wlasnie tej prawdzie mamy dawaé
$wiadectwo.

Zobaczmy, o ile btahych drobnostek
potrafimy si¢ nieraz wyktocaé w rodzinach czy z
sgsiadami. Zle emocje rozpalaja nas do
czerwonosci, spory i urazy trwaja catymi latami,
jestesmy gotowi nie ustgpi¢ nawet na milimetr i
walczy¢ o swoje racje, gdy chodzi o jakies$
glupstwa. Natomiast tam, gdzie chodzi o prawdg,
o fundamentalne zasady, o godno$¢ ludzkiego
zycia, o wiar¢ 1 zbawienie, jak trudno nam
niekiedy otworzy¢ usta albo raczej: wolimy
ustapié, by nie psuc¢ mitej atmosfery i nie narazi¢
si¢ na wstyd, a juz nie daj Boze, na oskarzenia o
katolicki fundamentalizm.
