Gospel Reading

Luke 13:22-30

People will come from north and south, east
and west, and take their place in the
Kingdom of God.

Today's Gospel reading is the third of
three parables in chapter 13 that deal with the
theme of the unexpected reversals brought by the
Kingdom of God. The other two parables are
about the tiny mustard seed that grows into a
large tree and the small amount of yeast that
makes a large batch of dough rise. All three are
about the few and the many and the Kingdom of
God.

As this parable opens, Luke reminds us
that Jesus is making his way to Jerusalem. This
journey, this exodus as Luke refers to it, makes
up the entire middle of the Gospel. He is teaching
as he goes. A question from the crowd gives
Jesus the chance to make a prophetic statement.
Luke uses this question device a number of times
in his Gospel. A few weeks ago, the question
“What must I do to inherit eternal life?”” led to the
parable of the Good Samaritan. The question
about will only a few be saved uses typical
Christian language about salvation but also
expresses the Jewish concern about whether
everyone who calls himself a Jew is actually
faithful to the covenant. This was a concern of
the Pharisees.

Jesus answers that they must strive in the
time remaining to enter through the narrow door
because many will be trying to get in but won't
be strong enough. He then moves to a parable
about another door. (The translation says “gate”
then “door,” but the same Greek word is used.)
Once all those entering the master's house are in
and he locks the door, there will be no way for
others to get in. Those left outside may knock,
but the master will say he doesn't know them.
Unlike the Gospel reading from a few weeks ago
where Jesus was teaching about prayer, and we
were told to knock and the door would be opened,
in this parable, the master will not open and say
he does not know us. People from the north,
south, east, and west will take our place inside.
Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, and all the prophets will
take our place in the Kingdom of God. Those
who do not make it through the narrow door will
be cast out to where there is wailing and grinding
of teeth.

The image of the door is replaced in the
final verses of the parable with the image of the
heavenly banquet. Two passages from the Book
of Isaiah influence the conclusion. Isaiah 43:5-6
speaks of God bringing Israel's descendents back
from the east and from the west, the north and the
south. And Isaiah 25:6 speaks of the Lord
providing a feast of rich foods and choice wines
for all peoples on his holy mountain. The answer
to the question if only a few will be saved is no.
In the end, many will be saved, but many who
thought they would be saved will not be saved.
The parable is a prophetic warning to repentance
in order to enter the kingdom.

SAINT AUGUSTINE OF HIPPO
Saint of the Day for August 28
(November 13, 354 — August 28, 430)



A Christian at 33, a priest at 36, a bishop
at 41: Many people are familiar with the
biographical sketch of Augustine of Hippo,
sinner turned saint. But to get to really know the
man is a rewarding experience.

There quickly surfaces the intensity with

which he lived his life, whether his path led away
from or toward God. The tears of his mother, the
instructions of Ambrose and, most of all, God
himself speaking to him in the Scriptures,
redirected Augustine’s love of life to a life of
love.
Having been so deeply immersed in creature-
pride of life in his early days and having drunk
deeply of its bitter dregs, it is not surprising that
Augustine should have turned, with a holy
fierceness, against the many demon-thrusts
rampant in his day. His times were truly
decadent: politically, socially, morally. He was
both feared and loved, like the Master. The
perennial criticism leveled against him: a
fundamental rigorism.

In his day, Augustine providentially
fulfilled the office of prophet. Like Jeremiah and
other greats, he was hard-pressed but could not
keep quiet. “I say to myself, I will not mention
him/I will speak in his name no more/But then it
becomes like fire burning in my heart/imprisoned
in my bones/I grow weary holding it in/I cannot
endure it” (Jeremiah 20:9).

Deklaracje wiary, ktore nie s3 udowodnione
czynami to nic innego jak niesprawiedliwos¢.

Wielu stuchaczy przywolywanego
fragmentu Biblii moze nie wiedzie¢, kim byt (i jest)
Abraham, Izaak, Jakub. To nie przypuszczenie, ale
catkiem realne stwierdzenie. Konieczne jest zatem
studiowanie przez wiernych Chrystusa $wigtych
ksiag Starego Testamentu po to, by podjac¢ zycie w
odpowiedzialnosci za wiar¢ w dniu dzisiejszym.

Jedna z czesto wypowiadanych sentencji
jest ta zapisana w analizowanym fragmencie
Ewangelii wg Sw. Lukasza: ,,Tak oto sa ostatni,
ktorzy beda pierwszymi, i sg pierwsi, ktorzy beda
ostatnimi”. Stowa te stanowig wielkg pochwatg
pokory, bedacej niczym innym jak przyjeciem
prawdy o sobie. Nie oznaczaja te stowa eskapizmu
— ucieczki od siebie, od drugich ludzi, od
problemow 1 wyzwan dnia dzisiejszego. Ten
»ostatni” w swoim Zyciu sytuuje Boga na
pierwszym miejscu. Ten pierwszy natomiast usuwa
Boga ze swojego zycia. A zatem pokorny pokora
swiat zdobgdzie, pyszny natomiast pycha przegra
swoje zycie.

NIE WIEM, SKAD JESTESCIE

Chyba najbardziej szokujagcym zdaniem
dzisiejszego fragmentu Ewangelii Lukaszowej
jest stowo, jakie Jezus kieruje do tych, ktorzy sa
niemalze pewni, ze maja swoje zbawienie w
kieszeni: ,Nie wiem, skad jestescie”. Ich
pewnos$¢ wynika z faktu, ze uczestniczyli we
wspolnych, przyjacielskich spotkaniach z
Jezusem 1 towarzyszyli Mu, gdy glosit swoja

Ewangeli¢. Czy kto$ taki moze by¢ dla Jezusa
nieznajomym? Okazuje si¢, ze tak.

Ludzie ci pozwolili na to, by wytworzyta
si¢ w nich ta podwojnos¢, ktora Jezus zawsze z
wielkg odraza pigtnowat. Owszem, zewngtrznie
byli blisko Ewangelii, ale jednoczes$nie byli
ludZmi, ktorzy, jak podkresla Jezus, dopuszczali
si¢ niesprawiedliwos$ci. Nie chodzi tu jedynie o
jakie$ mate gesty stronniczos$ci lub nieszczerosci.
W jezyku biblijnym, czlowiek sprawiedliwy, to
kto$, kogo serce zostalo uksztattowane przez
blisko§¢ Bozego stowa 1 przez pragnienie
poznania i pelnienia woli Bozej. Kto dopuszcza
si¢ niesprawiedliwos$ci, to znaczy $wiadomie
oddala si¢ od gotowosci pelnienia woli Boze;j,
moze jednoczesnie zachowywaé  pozory
poboznosci. Moze go cechowaé zewngtrzna
uktadno$¢. Czasami im bardziej serce oddala si¢
od Boga, tym bardziej cztowiek zaczyna dbac o
zewnetrzne formy i1 w pozorach poboznosci
uspokaja swoje sumienie. Sadzi, ze skoro nalezy
do tych, ktorzy jedza i pija z Jezusem, to cala
reszta jest nieistotna. Jezus nie akceptuje takiej
nieszczerosci 1 obludy. Oddalajac od siebie
takich ludzi, Jezus ujawnia stan ich serc, ktore
przez utrwalenie tej fatalnej podwojnosci staty
si¢ niezdolne do wspolnoty z Bogiem.

By tak si¢ nie stalo, Jezus zaleca droge
poprzez ciasne drzwi. Poréwnanie to odnosi si¢
do sposobu zycia kogo$, kto przyjmuje
Ewangelie. Temu sposobowi zycia nie
towarzyszy juz pytanie o to, jak najtatwiej i
najprzyjemniej spedzi¢ swoj czas na ziemi, ale
cechuje go pragnienie odkrywania i realizacji
dobra, nawet wtedy, gdy jest to niewygodne lub
wigze si¢ z traceniem. Kto tak zyje, nie bedzie
musial si¢ ostatecznie powotywaé na swoje
niebianskie koneksje.
